
Rules for Campouts
1. The ‘Buddy” system must be observed at all times.
2. Everyone in bed between 10 PM and 7 AM.
3. Respect everyone’s personal property.
4. Take proper care of troop equipment.
5. No playing with fire.
6. We will sleep, cook, work and clean up by patrols
7. Each Scout will do the work asked of him by his patrol leader or by any adult leader.
8. There will be no foul language or off color jokes.
9. No aerosol cans.
10. No smoking, drugs or alcohol (adults included).
11. No video or other electronic games, weapons of any sort, fireworks or laser lights

These rules are intended to make Scouting fun and safe for everyone.  They reflect the
principles found in the Scout Oath and Law. Flagrant violations of appropriate Scouting
behavior could result in having the parents being called to pick up their boy.
